learn anatomy at U of M

Our middle schoolers got a feel for college
anatomy by touching and examining “plasticized”
human lungs, hearts and livers this spring.

The University of Michigan opened its
plastination lab to Ann Arbor Christian School’s
attentive sixth and seventh graders. It’s an honor for
such a young and fairly large group to be allowed
in a university lab of this sort.

“As our group size has grown, our track record
has helped maintain the department’s welcome,”
said middle-school teacher Mark Wiersma, noting
this is at least AACS’ fourth trip to the lab. “Our
kids respond well and handle themselves well. The
organ donations from individuals and families are
treated with dignity and discretion and our kids do
that as well.”

“Plastination” preserves real human body parts
so they can be handled indefinitely in laboratories
and classrooms without preservatives or refrigera-
tion. The plasticized organs and other body parts
are an advancement over the often messy and
strong-smelling specimens in jars of liquid formal-
dehyde.

U of M is one of the few places involved in the
growing practice of plastination. Other university
labs nationwide send formaldehyde-preserved
specimens to U of M, where they are plasticized and
then returned to the sending institutions.

The multi-step plastination process involves
replacing body fluids and soluable fat with plastics,
like latex or silicon, in a vacuum chamber. The
resulting specimen is a delicately detailed, rubbery
version of the original; it’s dry and can be easily
handled and studied.

One person who donated their body to U of M
had undergone surgery to replace a faulty heart
valve with a pig’s heart valve. AACS students could
see the metal clamp holding the pig’s valve in place
inside the dissected human heart. Middle schoolers
also examined healthy human lungs alongside
diseased lungs, and a healthy liver versus a failing
liver.

The field trip rounded out the “introduction to
anatomy” unit taught during AACS’ Life Science
curriculum. It brought home lessons on re-starting
the lungs and heart in emergency situations, taught
when AACS students earned American Red Cross
certification in Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation
earlier this year.

The visit to U of M also prompted classroom
discussions on bio-ethical issues, such as why
cameras were not allowed in the plastination lab.
The AACS community treasures the generous
support of the U of M in teaching our students.

Though dissection hasn’t always been a part of the unit, Mrs. Kao saw a way

to use her professional expertise and initiated the
enrichment activity a few years ago. The kids, who
observed in small groups of three or four students,
were inquisitive and not a bit squeamish!

Mrs. Kao is an optometrist at the University of
Michigan’s Kellogg Eye Center in Ann Arbor.
When not working at her part-time job, she is
volunteering at AACS as a room parent, as a center
helper, and on the school board. She also has
coordinated new AACS community building events
this year. Thank you, Mrs. Kao, for your investment
in our school!

Eaglets Preschool hatches!

New families exploring Ann Arbor Christian School frequently ask, “Do you
have a preschool?” Now we can answer “Yes!”

Last spring, AACS began examining the feasibility of adding preschool to
our K-8 school. Board member Conchi Freund stepped in to research, gauge
parent interest within the community, and collect information from other
preschool directors. After great consideration, the board approved launching a
preschool for 2009-2010.

The ad-hoc Eaglets Committee of AACS teachers, administrators, and
parents has been developing the program, working toward compliance for state
licensing, and researching curriculum. Final licensing approval is expected
early this summer.

Following the mission and guiding principles of AACS, Eaglets Preschool
will be a Christ-centered preschool for 3- and 4-year olds who are potty trained
and of age by Dec. 1.

Using a variety of unit themes, the play-based curriculum will emphasize
learning together, exploring God’s creation, and building a foundation for
elementary education. Daily activities will incorporate math and literacy skills,
Bible lessons, sensory and discovery exploration, creative play, and social
interaction.

The preschool will run 8:15-11:30 a.m. with 3-year-olds meeting Tuesdays
and Thursdays; 4-year-olds meet Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays.

Tight budget shifts position AACS for the future

The Ann Arbor Christian School Board has worked overtime on a plan to
deal with the effects of Michigan’s poor economy, which has brought three
years of declining enrollment and budget deficits to AACS.

Addressing these concerns, the board approved the 2009-2010 budget, which
the finance committee structured to break even at 124 students in kindergarten
through eighth grade. Meeting this budget and sustaining AACS long term
required some painful staffing changes.

After a combination of cuts and staff leaving for personal reasons, the
following individuals will not return this fall: Diane Bella (second grade), Laura
Bowen (athletic director), Mark Morgan (music teacher), Pam Schroeder
(resource room teacher), and Kim Windeler (fourth grade). On behalf of the
AACS community, we thank these fine staff members for their invaluable
contributions in service to our students, families, and our Lord.

Changes and initiatives by the board this year included:

- Decreasing Principal Thom Ritzema’s administrative time while adding

music teaching duties.

- Redistributing middle-school teacher Sue De Zeeuw’s administrative

duties among the staff. Mrs. De Zeeuw will continue teaching part time.

- Combining the first- and second-grade classes.

- Evaluating students’ special educational needs and providing qualified

tutoring as needed.

- Combining health/physical education teacher and athletic director

positions.

- Starting the Eaglets Preschool.

- Starting Alpha and Omega Care (student care before and after school).

- Cutting committee budgets across the board.

- Reviewing staff salaries and benefits.

These efforts reflect the board’s goal to position AACS to weather this
economic downturn and continue providing Christian education for genera-
tions to come.
